PLATINUM PACKAGE

· Candlelight Ceremony with music officiated by an Ordained Minister.  The music that is provided is the traditional wedding marches (“Here Comes the Bride” for the processional,  “Cannon in D” for the attendants and “Wedding March” for the recessional.  The songs are played digitally on a stereo system.  Any additional songs to be played should be brought either to the rehearsal or the day of the wedding on a digital device.  Any live musicians or persons singing are up the bride/groom to arrange.

· The space has limited decorations.   In the large front room that is used for ceremonies with over twenty guests the mantle will be decorated with artificial garlands wrapped with tulle, creamy white flowers and hurricane globes with candles.  Also, it will have an arched garland, two columns with two large creamy white arrangements and two candle stands with three tapered candles apiece.  The smaller room used for ceremonies with twenty guests and under will have both mantles decorated with artificial garlands.  There are also hurricane globes with candles on both mantles.   Outdoor ceremonies will be set up with metal chairs with chair cover or white chairs depending on the number of guests. The pergola will have two live plants in the planters on the stage.  Additional decoration is allowed and up to the bride/groom to arrange.  If any of the decorations are not desired, they can be removed and decoration will then be the responsibility of the bride/groom.  

· Bouquets and boutonnieres are available for the bride and groom. 

· Reception space is provided.  Tables, chairs and linens for all of the Chapel’s tables are arranged and set up for bridal party prior to event and weather permitting for use in the garden.  Layout of table arrangements is made by mutual decision between Event Coordinator and bride/groom prior to event.  As of this date, I have 6– six foot rectangle folding tables; 10– five foot round tables; 2– eight foot rectangle folding tables, 4-cocktail tables, 1- four foot rectangular folding table and one 4 foot wooden table.  I have 100 metal folding metal chairs and 64 white resin folding chairs. Time allowances are as follows:  2 hours prior to ceremony for caterer, any food or cake to be set out and arranged; any final preparations; bride/groom/bridal party to dress.  Then you have four hours from the start of the ceremony on.  Additional time cost $50.00 per hour.

· Facility is non-smoking.  Smoking is permitted outside.  During your event, you have the use of the first floor, the kitchen, the front two rooms on the second floor, and the garden courtyard.  Other areas are private and are not to be entered.

· A rehearsal is included prior to the event.  This can be scheduled two weeks prior.  The time of the rehearsal is contingent upon availability and is not to exceed one and a half hours.

· Cleaning responsibilities are as follows:  all personal belongings need to be out of the facility at the end of the event, anything used outside must be put back in designated areas, the kitchen needs to be cleaned, dining area must be free of all food, trash and décor, and all trash needs to be taken out to the designated area.   

· Final payment is due two weeks prior to event. 

· No birdseed, rice or metallic confetti is allowed. No artificial flower petals are allowed outside in the courtyard garden.
