Drum Making Instructions

Soak rawhide for approx 8 hrs.  work the hide every 1hr (ring it, crumple it, stretch it) if possible.

After soaking dry off the access moisture and punch holes with hammer and punch (see hole placement diagram). Important to use a piece of wood underneath the rawhide while punching holes.

Cut approx 20ft of lacing per drum.

Lace the rawhide over the frame.  Use two holes per pass while lacing (see diagram 2).

Lace the drum back to your desired pattern.
Let dry in cool vented room.  Play drum only when fully dryed.
